Dear Ms. Attwood:

In accordance with paragraph 31 of the SBC/Ameritech Merger Conditions (Merger Conditions), Phase 2 of the Business Rules Plan of Record has been completed.  Paragraph 31 requires SBC/Ameritech to develop jointly with CLECs, and deploy throughout its territory, uniform business rules or a software solution for the completion of a local service request, using a three-phase approach.  Phase 1 of the process was completed on March 28, 2001, when SBC made available publicly its Business Rules Plan of Record.  Phase 2 collaborative sessions with interested CLECs began on April 30, 2001.  During the collaborative sessions, which were twice extended by the Bureau,
 the participants reached agreement on the work to be completed in Phase 3 (implementation).  No unresolved issues in dispute relating to SBC’s Business Rules Plan of Record remain.  

Accordingly, in compliance with paragraph 31, SBC hereby submits its revised Business Rules Plan of Record.  The Plan incorporates all changes agreed to by the parties to the collaborative sessions, and includes an implementation schedule (which also references a 12-month forward-looking view of deployment available on SBC’s CLEC OnLine website).  The Plan will be deployed using the uniform change management process developed pursuant to paragraph 32 of the Merger Conditions.  The CLECs participating in the final workshop sessions concur in the filing of the Plan.

With the filing of this agreement, Phase 2 is now over, and Phase 3 (implementation) has begun.
