New BANs must be established through negotiations with the LSC prior to issuing LSRs on the new BAN(s). 

TO: For order submitted via LEX or EDI, and REQTYP is A, B, F, or M, if the BAN1 field is not populated, the default account number contained in profile data on file for the CLEC in the LSC will be used.  New BANs must be established through negotiations with the LSC prior to issuing LSRs on the new BAN(s).

Change Condition 1: 

FROM: When the BAN1 is populated, the BAN number must be a valid working account for the company issuing the LSR request.

TO: When the BAN1 is populated, the BAN number must be a valid working account for the type of request and the company issuing the LSR request.

Remove Conditions 2, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9:
(2) Required when SC is CA, NV, IL, MI, WI, IN, OH, or CT, REQTYP is A, B, F, M, S, U, V, W, X, Y, 2 or 3 otherwise optional.

(5) When SC is MO, OK, KS, AR or TX, the BAN1 must be compatible with the CC, LATA and REQTYP.

(6) When SC is IL, IN, MI, OH, or WI, the BAN1 must be compatible with the CC, REQTYP and Serving Wire Center.

(7) When the BAN1 is populated, the BAN number must be a valid account for the company issuing the LSR request.  (removing duplicate of Condition 1)

(8) When SC is MO, OK, KS, AR, TX, IL, IN, MI, OH, or WI, the BAN1 LATA must be compatible with the ACTL LATA.

SBC will support OBF BLOCK field guidelines for use in CA, NV, CT, MO, OK, AR, KS and TX with the implementation of the Uniform OSS Plan of Record. Also SBC will use OBF codes A, B and C in IL, IN, MI, OH and WI along with USOC/FID combinations for other types of blocking with the Uniform OSS Plan of Record.

Condition 7: When SC is CA or NV, REQTYP is M and segments 2-5 of the VTA field are blank, the valid entry is 36 or D.
