If the value in OBF field LD1..3 is one of those shaded in the USPS Designator column, then the value in the X12 Qualifier column should be placed in NX201 (DE1106).  The corresponding value in field LV1..3 would be mapped to NX202.

‡ If the value in OBF field LD1..3 is one of those in the USPS Designator column corresponding to the combination of '63/64' in the X12 Qualifier column, then the value '63' should be placed in NX201 (DE1106) and the value in LD1..3 should be placed in NX202.  If there is a value in the corresponding field LV1..3 a second NX2 segment should be generated with the value '64' placed in NX201 and the value in LV1..3 should be placed in NX202.
